Overtime Rule Changes: Exempt/Salaried Compensation

Effective December 1, 2016, the Fair Labor Standards Act overtime rules are changing.
The salary exemption threshold has increased from $455 per week ($23,660 a year) to
$913 per week  ($47,476 a year).

 What does this mean?

o Employees making less than $913/week must be paid overtime for any
hours over 40 that are worked in a week.

o Commissions, discretionary bonuses, and incentive pay may only account
for 10% of the annual salary and must be paid at least once a quarter.
 This means of $913/week, no more than $91.30 may be

commission/bonus pay – at least $821.70 must be paid as a base
salary

 What does this mean for employers?

o In order to keep an employee on a salary that is under the threshold,
employees can work NO MORE THAN 40 HOURS PER WEEK OR
OVERTIME MUST BE PAID TO THEM

o It is the responsibility of the employer to maintain records proving
compliance with the new law

o This also means that salaried employees working less than 40 hours are
still eligible for the full week of salary

 How does Leigh Van Gilst CPA & Associates suggest you comply?

o Salaried employees either get raised to the $913 per week or be converted
to hourly status with overtime
